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Valence School is working towards the Leading Parent Partnership Award.  We look forward to this new venture that will take us approximately 18 months to achieve.
We launched this process at the beginning of April by firstly setting up a working group to represent parents, governors, staff, students and external stakeholders of the school.  
Additionally, and most importantly, we asked parents for their views.  We did this through an online survey sent out during the Easter holidays.  I would like to extend thanks to the 26 parents who completed this set of questions.  The responses and detailed answers will be useful in forming our initial audit.
As the co-ordinator I have also completed a self-evaluation of our relationship with parents, looking at things we do well already and those we could improve.
