Valence School began working towards the Leading Parent Partnership Award in April.  We started by setting up a working group to represent parents, governors, staff, students and external stakeholders of the school.  
During the Easter holidays, we gathered responses to a parent and carers online survey - looking at things we do well already and those we could improve.
At the end of April Jenny Townsend (our LPPA advisor) worked with me on our evaluation and action plan.  
On 21st May, the working group held their first meeting where they discussed headlines from parental survey and action plan.  The gathered information from your responses allowed us to frame our discussion about key areas for development and planning next steps.  
The first key areas we are focussing on as a group and school are;
Welcoming new parents and parents of students who are transitioning within the school: a transition evening is currently being planned for the end of June.

Creating a welcoming site: work has already begun on making the parents’ resources room (where annual reviews are held) a nicer place to be.  Please give us your feedback the next time you are in there!
Communicating with parents: in response to a high level of responses in the survey about homework being given to students, we are constructing some clarified guidance about this that will be coming to parents and carers soon.
