I wanted to give you an end of year update on our key development areas before the Summer holidays.

Welcoming new parents and parents of students who are transitioning within the school: Transition points can often be times at school that can cause anxiety for young people and their families.  Recently we wrote to parents of students in Kent letting them know about changes to annual reviews of those young people approaching a phased transfer.  We gave specific information about when these reviews will be held in order to ensure EHCP’s can be amended by the Local Authority to reflect the correct provision at this important transfer stage. If you would like any further information on this, please let me know.

Producing user-friendly guidance for parents, carers and visitors: The survey regarding what parents and carers would like included in a Parent and Carer Handbook received only 18 responses.  Although this information is really useful, it only represents the views a very small group of parents.  I would be interested to hear from parents if they have any suggestions on ways we can gather their views other than using surveys, as this has not been successful on this occasion.  In the meantime we will begin work on constructing a handbook for parents and carers based on the suggestions we received from you in the survey.
